The substance of the Plaintiffs’ claimunder the FHA is that
t he def endants’ decision to close the apartnent building foll ow ng
Hurricane Katrina had a disparate inpact on the disabled and
elderly, and on racial mnorities, because a mmpjority of the
residents apparently fall within these protected categories. See
Sinmms v. First Gbralter Bank, 83 F.3d 1546, 1555 (5th Cr. 1996)
(holding that proof of a significant discrimnatory effect is
sufficient to establish a violation of the FHA)

However, as the district court noted, the building is closed
to all potential tenants. In other words, nenbers of classes
protected under the FHA are being treated the sanme as everyone
el se. Therefore, all tenants were equally affected by the closure
and there is no “significantly greater discrimnatory inpact on
menbers of a protected class.” I|d.

For the foregoing reasons, and those stated by the district court
inits Oder and Reasons, we AFFI RM
