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Rex Wayne Bell, owner of a business selling beer under the
“Star Bock Beer” l|abel in Galveston, appeals the decision of the
district court finding trademark i nfringenent of the Starbucks mark
and i ssuing an i njunction prohibiting the broader use of “Star Bock
Beer” outside of Galveston or outside the context of Bell’s weekly
musi cal events.

Bel | contends that because the district court found that his
distinctive logo did not infringe on the Starbucks mark, the

The district court did findinfringenent as
to the “Star Bock Beer” nanme, however, and once infringenent has
been found a district court may proscribe related activities that
m ght have been | egal | y perm ssi bl e standing on their own. Kentucky

Fried Chicken Corp. v. Diversified Packagi ng Corp., 549 F.2d 368,

390 (5th Cr. 1977). Bell additionally argues that dilution and
confusi on causes of action are nutually exclusive and cannot be
supported by the sane evidence. He provides only secondary
authority for this contention, and courts to consider the question

have rejected this theory. See Janes Burrough, Ltd. v. Sign of

Beefeater, Inc., 540 F.2d 266, 274 n. 16 (7th Gr. 1976). The

district court’s decision was not clearly erroneous. Kentucky Fried

Chi cken, 549 F.2d at 382. The judgnent of the district court is

AFFI RVED.
