Abr aham Gal van, Texas prisoner # 745262, appeals the
district court’s judgnent dismssing his 42 U S.C. 8§ 1983 action
as frivolous pursuant to 28 U S.C. § 1915(e)(2)(B)(i). Galvan
argues that the district court abused its discretion by not
finding that his due process rights were violated and in hol di ng
that there was sone evidence to support the finding of guilt.

Galvan’s clains of a denial of due process and insufficient

evidence in connection with his prison disciplinary proceedi ngs

are not yet cognizable in a 8 1983 action. Edwards v. Bali sok,

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520 U. S. 641, 647-48 (1997). The district court did not abuse
its discretion in dismssing his conplaint as frivolous. Siglar

v. Hightower, 112 F.3d 191, 193 (5th Gr. 1997).

Gal van’ s appeal is without arguable nerit and is frivol ous.

See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Cr. 1983).

Because the appeal is frivolous, it is DISM SSED. See 5THCR R
42.2. @Glvan is hereby inforned that the dismssal of this
appeal as frivolous counts as a strike for purposes of 28 U S. C
8§ 1915(g), in addition to the strike for the district court’s
dism ssal. See Adepegba v. Hammons, 103 F.3d 383, 387 (5th Gr

1996) (“[Djismssals as frivolous in the district courts or the
court of appeals count [as strikes] for the purposes of
[§ 1915(g)]."). W caution Galvan that once he accunul ates three
strikes, he may not proceed IFP in any civil action or appeal
filed while he is incarcerated or detained in any facility unless
he is under inm nent danger of serious physical injury. See 28
U.S.C. § 1915(g).
