In this lawsuit resulting from an alision,
liability has been conceded, so the appeal
raises only issues regarding the amount of
damage. After abenchtrial, the district court
found that plaintiff Port Ship Service, Inc., had
unreasonably falled to minimize its damages,
the court reduced the award accordingly. The
court also depreciated only 50% of the repair
costs, reasoning that part of the repairs were
made using parts salvaged from the existing
dock and therefore did not enhance the useful
life of those parts. Port Ship appeals, and
defendants cross-appedl.

We havereviewed the briefs and applicable
law and pertinent portions of the record and
have heard thearguments of counsal. We con-
clude that the district court did not err in its
findings and conclusions. The judgment is
AFFIRMED, essentidly for the reasons given
by the district court.
