Chri stopher Mtchell appeals his conviction and sentence for

one count of assaulting a federal corrections officer with a
dangerous weapon in violation of 18 U S.C. § 111. Mtchell first
argues that the evidence was insufficient to support his
conviction. He notes that he testified that he had no intent to
harm any officers and that the Governnent did not prove the

requisite intent. The jury rejected Mtchell’s testinony, and we

W Il not overturn that credibility judgnent. See United States

Mtchell argues that he should not have been sentenced as a
career offender because the instant offense is not a crinme of
vi ol ence. The statutory elenents of a 18 U S.C. §8 111 offense
are that the defendant, while arned with a dangerous weapon,
“forcibly assault[ed], resist[ed], oppos[ed], inped[ed],
intimdat[ed], or interfer[ed] with” a federal officer engaged in
the performance of his official duties. This offense
categorically constitutes a crine of violence for purposes of the
US SG 8§ 4B1.1 and 8§ 4B1.2 career-of fender analysis. United
States v. Jackson, 220 F.3d 635, 638 & n.3 (5th Gr. 2000).

Mtchell has not shown that the evidence was insufficient to
support his conviction or that the district court erred in
sentencing himas a career offender. Accordingly, the judgnment

of the district court is AFFI RVED
