J. C Carter (“Carter”), Texas prisoner # 5636, has filed a

nmotion for |leave to proceed in forma pauperis (“IFP’) on appeal

followng the district court’s decision to dismss his 42 U S. C
8§ 1983 conplaint as frivolous. By noving for |IFP status, Carter
is challenging the district court’s certification that |IFP status
shoul d not be granted on appeal because his appeal is not taken

in good faith. See Baugh v. Taylor, 117 F.3d 197, 202 (5th Cr

1997) .

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5. 4.
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Carter has failed to show that his appeal of the district
court’s dismssal of his conplaint as frivolous is taken in good
faith. Accordingly, Carter’s request for |IFP status is DEN ED
and his appeal is DI SM SSED as frivol ous. See Baugh, 117 F.3d at
202 & n.24; 5THAQR R 42.2.

The dism ssal of Carter’s conplaint as frivolous and the
dism ssal of this appeal as frivolous each count as a strike for

purposes of 28 U.S.C. § 1915(g). See Patton v. Jefferson

Correctional Cr., 136 F.3d 458, 462-64 (5th Cr. 1998); Adepegba
v. Hammons, 103 F.3d 383, 385-87 (5th Cr. 1996). W caution
Carter that once he accunmul ates three strikes, he may not proceed

in forma pauperis in any civil action or appeal filed while he is

i ncarcerated or detained in any facility unless he is under
i mm nent danger of serious physical injury. See 28 U S. C
§ 1915(9).
