Car|l Ester Beck appeals the judgnent of the district court
followng his conviction for conspiracy to distribute cocai ne
base and distribution of cocaine base. Bobby Dewayne Jones
appeal s the judgnent of the district court follow ng his

conviction for conspiracy to distribute cocai ne base and

di stribution of cocai ne base near a school.

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Beck argues that the evidence was insufficient to support
hi s conspiracy conviction. Beck has not shown that the evidence
adduced at trial, when viewed in the |ight nost favorable to the
verdi ct, was insufficient to prove beyond a reasonabl e doubt that
he was involved with a conspiracy to distribute crack cocai ne.

See United States v. Otega-Reyna, 148 F.3d 540, 543 (5th Cr.

1998); United States v. Dukes, 139 F.3d 469, 474 (5th Cr. 1998).

Beck al so argues that the district court erred in sentencing him
based on its finding that he conmtted an of fense involving crack
cocai ne. He has not shown error in connection with his sentence.

See United States v. Vital, 68 F.3d 114, 120 (5th Cr. 1995).

Jones argues that the evidence was insufficient to support
hi s conspiracy conviction. He has not shown that the evidence
adduced at trial, when viewed in the |ight nost favorable to the
verdict, was insufficient to prove beyond a reasonabl e doubt that
he was involved with a conspiracy to distribute crack cocai ne.
