Juan Tomas Castill o-Perez appeals his guilty-plea conviction
for being an alien found in the United States after deportation,
havi ng been previously convicted of an aggravated felony, in
violation of 8 U S.C. 8§ 1326(a) and (b). Castillo argues that
the magi strate judge | acked jurisdiction to conduct his guilty
pl ea hearing, which was held prior to the district court’s
referral for that purpose. The defect in the order of referral

was a procedural error and subject to waiver. See United States

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v. Bolivar-Minoz, 313 F.3d 253, 256-57 (5th Cr. 2002). Because
Castillo did not object on this basis in the district court, and
because the guilty plea was subject to neani ngful judicial
review, Castillo waived the right to raise this procedural defect
as a basis for relief fromhis guilty plea. See id.
