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defendants. Carter’s appeal | acks arguable nerit, and the district
court did not err in finding that the instant appeal was not taken

in good faith. See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Cr

1983) .

Accordingly, Carter’s notion for |eave to proceed | FP on
appeal is DENIED, and his appeal is DI SM SSED AS FRI VOLOUS. See
Baugh, 117 F. 3d at 202 n.24; 5THCGR R 42.2. Carter is rem nded
t hat, because he has already accunul ated at | east three “strikes”
under 28 U. S.C. 8 1915(g), he is no longer able to proceed IFP in
any civil action or appeal filed while he is incarcerated or
detained in any facility unless he is under inmmnent danger of

serious physical injury. See Adepegba v. Hammons, 103 F.3d 383,

385-87 (5th Gir. 1996).
