Later, Jupiter filed a notion for summary
j udgnent agai nst Century on all clains asserted by Century agai nst
Jupiter and for summary judgnent on Jupiter’s counter-claim The
district court granted summary judgnment in Jupiter’s favor on both
aspects. Century appeals.

We have carefully reviewed the briefs, the reply brief, the
record excerpts, and relevant portions of the record itself. For
the reasons stated by the district court in its menorandum opi nion
and order filed on Decenber 20, 2002, we affirmthe final judgnent
entered by the district court contenporaneously therewth.
