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Nel da Chessenman appeals the district court’s decision
affirmng the determ nation by the Conm ssioner of Soci al
Security that she is not disabled within the neaning of the
Social Security Act. Chessenman argues that the admnistrative
| aw judge’s determ nation that she was not disabled is based on

errors of law and is not supported by the evidence.

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5. 4.
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Havi ng reviewed the record and briefs on appeal, we concl ude
that the admnistrative |law judge applied the correct |egal
standard in determ ning whet her Chesseman was di sabl ed, and the
admnistrative |law judge’s decision is supported by substanti al

evidence. See R pley v. Chater, 67 F.3d 552, 555 (5th Cr.

1995) .

The judgnent of the district court is AFFI RVED.
