Laurent Segura appeal s the district court’s judgnment affirm ng
the Comm ssioner of Social Security’'s denial of disability
benefits. He argues that his limted vision in his left eye
constitutes a non-exertional inpairnment that significantly affects
hi s residual functional capacity and as such the Adm ni strative Law
Judge erred in relying exclusively upon the Cuidelines. He also

argues that the ALJ relied on a hypothetical question posed to a

di sabilities.

Segura failed to raise the argunent that his limted visionis
a non-exertional inpairnment that significantly affects his residual
functional capacity in the district court and it is waived. See

Chaparro v. Bowen, 815 F.2d 1008, 1011 (5th Gr. 1987). There is

no reversible error because the ALJ s hypothetical question

incorporated the limtations that he recognized. See Bowing V.

Shal ala, 36 F.3d 431, 436 (5th Gr. 1994).
