S.C. § 1915(b)(1) and (2),
until the full filing fee of $105 is paid. The clerk of this
court is DIRECTED to send a copy of this order to the agency
havi ng custody of Ti bbs.

However, it is clear from Ti bbs’s subm ssions that he
conplains only of a disagreenent with his nedical treatnent. A
42 U.S.C. § 1983 claimw il not lie for alleged | ack of nedical
treatment where the dispute is over the type or quality of

treatnent rendered. Varnado v. Lynaugh, 920 F.2d 320, 321 (5th

Cr. 1991). Consequently, Tibbs s appeal is DI SM SSED as
frivolous. 5THQGR R 42. 2.
