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Harry Schrei ber, federal prisoner # 40454-004, appeals the
denial of his “Petition to Dismss the Oder of Restitution.” He
does not challenge the district court’s denial of his other
nmotions in the sanme order, and any such argunents are deened

abandoned. Yohey v. Collins, 985 F.2d 222, 224-25 (5th Cr

1993) .

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5. 4.
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Schrei ber maintains that the district court wongly denied
his petition to relieve himof restitution paynents because the
original order was unenforceable. He has not established any
authority for challenging the restitution order at this tine.

See United States v. Hatten, 167 F.3d 884, 886-87 & n.5 (5th Cr.

1999). Although the district court did not conclude that it
| acked jurisdiction, this court can affirmon that ground. See

United States v. Early, 27 F.3d 140, 142 (5th GCr. 1994).

Because the district court |acked jurisdiction to consider the
nmotion, his appeal is DI SM SSED AS FRI VOLOUS

Schrei ber requests appoi ntnent of appellate counsel. This
nmotion is DEN ED

Schrei ber has previously been warned that the filing of
further frivol ous appeals could result in the inposition of

sanctions. See United States v. Schreiber, No. 00-50572 (5th

Cr. Apr. 26, 2001) (unpublished). Schreiber’s appeal, as stated
above, is frivolous. Therefore, IT IS ORDERED that Schrei ber
must pay a nonetary sanction of $100 to the clerk of this court.
The clerk of this court and the clerks of all courts subject to
the jurisdiction of this court are directed to return to
Schrei ber unfiled any subm ssions he should make until the fine
is paid in full.
