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Reyes fails to provide any support for his challenge to the BIA s

credibility determnation. See Lopez De Jesus v. INS, 312 F.3d

155, 161 (5th G r. 2002). Moreover, he has failed to show that
the BIA's decision was not supported by substantial evidence.

See Mkhael v. INS, 115 F.3d 299, 302 (5th Gr. 1997).

Accordingly, the petition for review is DEN ED
