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Lenora Zaka, a citizen of Al bania, petitions for review of
an order fromthe Board of Immgration Appeals (BIA) affirmng
the inmnmgration judge’'s (1J) decision to deny her application for
asyl um and wi t hhol di ng of renoval.

We review | egal conclusions de novo and findings of fact for

substanti al evi dence. Lopez- Gonez v. Ashcroft, 263 F.3d 442, 444

(5th Gr. 2001). We will reverse the BIA s asylum determ nation

only if the evidence conpels a different result. Grma v. INS

" Pursuant to 5THOR R 47.5, the court has determ ned that
this opi nion should not be published and is not precedent except
under the limted circunstances set forth in 5THCQR R 47.5.

U S 478, 482-84 (1992). The Attorney General may grant asylum
to refugees. 8 U.S.C. § 1158(b)(1). A refugee is a person who
is outside of his or her country and is unable or unwilling to
return “because of persecution or a well-founded fear of
persecution on account of race, religion, nationality, nenbership
in a particular social group, or political opinion . ”

8 U.S.C. § 1101(a)(42)(A).

Based on the 1J's findings, the BI A concluded that Zaka had
not established past persecution or a well-founded fear of
persecution based on any of the statutorily enunerated grounds.
After reviewing the record and the briefs, we conclude that the
Bl As decision is supported by substantial evidence and that the
record does not conpel a contrary conclusion. Zaka has failed to
show that the Governnent’s position in her case is inconsistent
wWth its position in another case pending before the Attorney
Ceneral. |If Zaka believed that she was entitled to asyl um under
proposed rul es applicable to victins of donmestic violence, she

could have raised this issue prior to the filing of her reply

brief. Rodriquez v. INS, 9 F.3d 408, 414 n.15 (5th CGr. 1993).

Accordingly, the petition for review is DEN ED
