David A Dawson seeks review of the Social Security
Adm nistration’s denial of disability insurance benefits to which
he clains entitlenent.

Dawson’ s argunent that the Administrative Law Judge conmitted
an error of law by not classifying himas being of “advanced age”
for the purposes of the pre-2001 disability benefits is wholly
W thout nerit. An individual of *“advanced age” is an individual
age fifty-five or older. 20 CF.R 8 404.1563(e). Born on

There is little evidence to suggest that Dawson could not
perform“light work” prior to January 2001, when col on cancer was
first suspected. The nedical records on which Dawson relies show
only that he sought treatnent for a groin abscess in October 1998
and again in June 1999. In early 2001, he deni ed any prior nedi cal
probl enms other than the abscess. A nedical expert review ng the
medi cal records concl uded that Dawson’s only functional Iimtations
occurred after surgery in 2001. W find that the record provides
substantial evidence to support the Conm ssioner’s decision that
Dawson was not di sabl ed on or before Decenber 31, 2000, when he was
| ast eligible for Social Security disability insurance benefits.
