Jai me @Garci a- Sanchez appeals his guilty-plea conviction and
60-mont h sentence for illegally reentering the United States
af ter havi ng been deported. G@Garcia-Sanchez chall enges the
constitutionality of 8 U S.C. § 1326(b). Garcia-Sanchez’s

constitutional challenge is foreclosed by A nendarez-Torres v.

United States, 523 U. S. 224, 235 (1998). Although Garci a-Sanchez

contends that Al nendarez-Torres was incorrectly decided and that

a mpjority of the Suprene Court would overrul e Al nendarez-Torres

in light of Apprendi v. New Jersey, 530 U S. 466 (2000), we have

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repeatedly rejected such argunents on the basis that

Al nendarez-Torres remains binding. See United States v.

Garza-lLopez, 410 F.3d 268, 276 (5th Gr.), cert. denied, 126 S

Ct. 298 (2005). G@arcia-Sanchez properly concedes that his

argunent is foreclosed in light of Al nendarez-Torres and circuit

precedent, but he raises it here solely to preserve it for
further review.
