Def endant - Appel l ant 3 oria El va Sanchez appeal s the 24-nonth
sentence inposed followng her quilty plea to one count of
transporting an alien for private financial gain, in violation of
8 U S.C. 8§ 1324. Sanchez contends that the district court erred
when it increased her base offense level wunder US S G 8§
2L1. 1(b)(5) for recklessly creating a substantial risk of death or
serious bodily injury. “W review a district court’s

determ nations for clear error.” United States v. Solis-Grcia,

420 F. 3d 511, 514 (5th Cr. 2005).

The conduct for which Sanchez pleaded guilty involved
transporting aliens in a canper-covered pi ckup truck. According to
t he presentence report, the rel evant portions of which the district
court adopted, the aliens were conceal ed by bl ankets and pi nat as.
One of the aliens, a 12-year-old child, was breathing “profoundly”
when renoved from the truck. The district court did not err in
i nposi ng t he enhancenent for reckl essly creating a substantial risk

of death or serious bodily injury. See United States v.

Zuni ga- Anezqui ta, No. 06-40081, 2006 WL 3072551, at * 3 (5th Cr

Cct. 31, 2006). The judgnent of the district court is
