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PER CURIAM:

The judgment of the district court is affirmed for the reasons given. Appellant
cites cases and statutes and complains of injuries, but never alleges anything to
support aclaim of liability entitling him to relief against these appellees. The
statements and arguments he makes consist only of conclusions about hisinjuries
and complaints irrelevant to this appeal.

AFFIRMED.
