have reduced the advisory guideline confinenent range of 18 to 24
nmonths to 12 to 18 nont hs.

Juarez-CQutierrez has not shown that the district court clearly
erred by denying the requested adjustnent. See United States v.
Deavours, 219 F.3d 400, 404 (5th Cr. 2000). Juarez-Cutierrez’s
argunent that he was entitled to the adjustnent because he was a
mere courier is unavailing. See United States v. Pofahl, 990 F. 2d
1456, 1485 (5th Gr. 1993).

We note that Juarez-Qutierrez was to drive the vehicle wth
the sone 21.8 kilograns of mari huana conceal ed therein from Mexi co
to Denver and he recruited a co-conspirator to acconpany him al ong
with her 11 year old daughter, and agreed to pay her $1, 000 out of
t he $5, 000 he was to be paid.
