
     * Local Rule 47.5 provides:  "The publication of opinions that have no
precedential value and merely decide particular cases on the basis of well-
settled principles of law imposes needless expense on the public and burdens on
the legal profession."

The only issue in this case is whether the district court
properly evaluated the evidence to conclude that the insured
Franklin I. Atkins committed suicide, an event excluding coverage.
We find no clear error in the district court's decision.  Fed. R.
Civ. P. 52(a).

The judgment of the district court is AFFIRMED.
