PER CURIAM:*

James Clois Smith's challenge to his sentence under the
Guidelines is not cognizable in a 28 U.S.C. § 2255 motion. 
United States v. Perez, 952 F.2d 908, 909-10 (5th Cir. 1992). 
The district court resolved the claim concerning the length of
Smith's term of supervised release in his favor; no further
action by this Court is required.  Smith's other allegations of
ineffective counsel were not raised in his § 2255 motion to the
district court.  Issues raised for the first time on appeal are
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not reviewable by this Court unless they involve purely legal
questions and failure to consider them would result in manifest
injustice.  United States v. Sherbak, 950 F.2d 1095, 1101 (5th
Cir. 1992).  Smith's claims of ineffective assistance of counsel
are not purely legal issues, thus precluding the Court's review.

AFFIRMED.
