The only significant issues Reyna presents on appeal are
chal l enges to the district court's findings. Unfortunately, Reyna
has not provided this court with a transcript of the trial. This
makes it inpossible for this court to review Reyna's argunents that
t he evi dence does not support the district court's findings. The
failure of an appellant to provide a transcript is a proper ground
for dismssal of the appeal. See Richardson v. Henry, 902 F.2d
414, 416 (5th Cr. 1990). Accordingly, the appeal is dismssed.
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
