This court has carefully reviewed the summary judgment
record in this case.  It supports the district court's grant of
summary judgment to defendant, a decision based also on correct
interpretation of applicable precedent.  The Supreme Court's
decision in St. Mary's Honor Center v. Hicks, 509 U.S. ___, 113 S.
Ct. 2742 (1993) does not conflict with the trial court's ruling.
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Appellant's "evidence" simply raised no genuine issue of material
fact as to whether defendant intentionally discriminated against
him because of his age.

The judgment of the district court is AFFIRMED.
