Appellant seeks to appeal from an order of the district court
which grants a bankruptcy trustee the right to intervene in this
matter.  Such orders are not final and not immediately appealable.
In re 1975-2 Grand Jury Investigation of Associated Milk Producers,
Inc., 566 F.2d 1293, 1301 (5th Cir.), cert. denied, 98 S. Ct. 3092
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(1978); In re Estelle, 516 F. 2d 480 (5th Cir. 1975); cert. denied,
96 S. Ct. 2637 (1976); see also, United States v. Allegheny-Ludlum
Industries, Inc., 546 F.2d 1249 (5th Cir. 1977).  Accordingly, this
appeal is DISMISSED.
