Leopoldo Ramirez is not entitled to have his sentence
reduced based on a retroactive application of the November 1992
amendment to U.S.S.G. § 3E1.1.  The policy statements to the
sentencing guidelines concerning the retroactive application of
amendments to the guidelines do not provide for retroactive
application of that amendment.  See United States v. Crain, No.

U.S.S.G. §§ 1B1.10(a) and (d), p.s. (Nov. 1992); see also United
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States v. Ainsworth, 932 F.2d 358, 362 (5th Cir.), cert. denied,
112 S.Ct. 346 (1991).
