In this suit brought pursuant to the Anmericans with Disabili-
ties Act, the district court granted summary judgnent in favor of
the defendant enployer, finding no disputed issues of materi al
fact. W affirm essentially for the reasons set forth in the

district court's conprehensive order entered on Cctober 14, 1994.

As the district court noted, the plaintiff filed no response
to the summary judgnent notion.

Accordingly, he |eaves unchallenged the enployer's
assertion that his physical condition precludes hi mfromperform ng
the essential functions of his job. Accordingly, he is unable to
satisfy one of the central requirenents of a cause of action under
the applicable statute.
