PER CURIAM:*

The district court may consider any relevant evidence with
sufficient indicia of reliability.  United States v. Manthei, 913
F.2d 1130, 1138 (5th Cir. 1990).  A PSR generally has that type
of reliability.  United States v. Alfaro, 919 F.2d 962, 966 (5th
Cir. 1990).  

The defendant has the burden of proving that the evidence
objected to is unreliable.  United States v. Kinder, 946 F.2d
362, 366 (5th Cir. 1991), cert. denied, 112 S. Ct. 2290 (1992). 
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If no relevant affidavits or other evidence are submitted to
rebut the information contained in the PSR, the district court is
free to adopt its findings without further inquiry or
explanation.  United States v. Mir, 919 F.2d 940, 943 (5th Cir.
1990).  Alvarez did not provide any evidence to rebut the
information in the PSR, and he does not dispute the facts
contained in the PSR.  The district court's finding that Alvarez
held a managerial or supervisory role in the conspiracy is not
clearly erroneous.  Alvarez' sentence is AFFIRMED.
