Doyle Brewington appeals his conviction, arguing that the
trial court erred by admitting uncharged-act evidence that, he
alleges, constructively amended the indictment or was excludable
under Fed. R. Evid. 404(b), or both.  He also contends that the
trial court abused its discretion in denying his motion for a
continuance and excluding evidence of a government witness's prior
conviction under Fed. R. Evid. 609(b).  We have reviewed the
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record, as well as the district court's rulings on these matters,
and find no reversible error.
