Regi nal d Gant appeals his conviction for possession with
intent to distribute a controlled substance, in violation of 21
US C 8§ 841(a)(1l). Gant contends that the district court erred
in denying his notion to suppress evidence because the arresting
of ficers' detention exceeded the scope and purpose of the initial
traffic stop and his consent to a search of his vehicle was not
voluntary. Gant also contends that the Governnent did not

provi de sufficient evidence of the know edge el enent of his

of fense to support his conviction.

Pursuant to Local Rule 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in Local Rule
47.5. 4.
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We have reviewed the record and the district court's ruling
on the notion to suppress and find no reversible error.
Accordingly, we affirmthe issues relating to the search and
detention for essentially the sane reasons stated by the district
court. The CGovernnent provided sufficient evidence of the
know edge el enent of Gant's offense based on his control of the
vehi cl e, his nervousness exhibited during the traffic stop, and
the conflicting statenents taken fromthe passenger of the

vehi cl e. See United States v. D az-Carreon, 915 F.2d 951, 954-55

(5th Gir. 1990).
