his parole and calculating his remaining sentence. Bruce al so
alleged that he failed to receive credit for tinme served. To
entertain a 8 2241 habeas petition, the district court nust have
jurisdiction over the prisoner. U S. v. Gabor, 905 F.2d 76, 77-78
(5th Gr. 1990); Blau v. United States, 566 F.2d 526, 527 (5th Cr
1978). A prisoner is required to file his § 2241 petition in the
jurisdiction in which he is incarcerated. Gabor, 905 F.2d at 78.
At the tinme of his petition, Bruce was incarcerated in a federal
penitentiary in Littleton, Colorado.? Therefore, the Southern
District of Texas | acked jurisdiction to hear Bruce's 8§ 2241 habeas
petition. 1d.

For the forgoing reason, we VACATE the district court's
decision and REMAND the habeas petition with instructions to
