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PER CURIAM:*

Leonard Nicholas, a Louisiana state prisoner convicted of a second-degree murder

committed in the course of an armed robbery, appeals the denial of his 28 U.S.C. § 2254

petition for habeas corpus.  Nicholas contends that his trial was constitutionally infirm

because:  (1) the state withheld Brady information; (2) state witnesses were allowed to

commit perjury; (3) the prosecutor engaged in improper argument; (4) he was denied the

right to confront witnesses; and (5) he received ineffective assistance of counsel.

The matter was referred to a magistrate judge who reviewed the record and made his

report and recommendation that the writ of habeas corpus be denied.  Following a de novo

review the district court accepted and approved the magistrate judge’s report and adopted it

as its own in rejecting the plaintiff’s petition.  A certificate of probable cause was granted

and Nicholas timely appealed.

Having completed our de novo review of the record in this case, and finding no

constitutional infirmity warranting a rejection of Nicholas’ indictment, trial, conviction, and

sentence, we hold that essentially on the basis of the facts as found, authorities cited, and

reasons assigned in the thorough, comprehensive and well-crafted Report and

Recommendation issued by the magistrate judge and adopted by the district court, the

judgment appealed is AFFIRMED.
