Robi nson also argues that the district court
erroneously applied the preponderance of the evidence burden of
proof at his sentencing hearing. As the district court did not
abuse its discretion in denying Robinson’s notions, Robinson was
not deni ed due process of |aw See United States v. Gadison, 8
F.3d 186, 191 (5th Gr. 1993); United States v. Correa-Ventura, 6
F.3d 1070, 1074 (5th G r. 1993); United States v. Goodwi n, 770 F. 2d
631, 634 (7th Cir. 1985). The district court correctly applied the
preponderance of the evidence standard as the appropri ate standard
of review at Robinson’s sentencing. See United States v. Megerson,
4 F.3d 337, 343-344 (5th CGr. 1993), cert. denied, 114 S.C. 1310

(1994) .
