Andrew Krafsur filed this suit as Chapter 7 trustee agai nst
Thomas Var konyi, d/b/a Metal Recycling Conpany and Uni que Products
International, the Chapter 7 debtor, seeking a denial of Varkonyi's
di scharge pursuant to 11 U . S.C. § 727(a), which allows for denial

of a debtor's discharge if the debtor has commtted fraud on the

bankruptcy court. Kraf sur alleged that Varkonyi commtted such
fraud three nonths after filing for bankruptcy when he attenpted to
collect theft insurance proceeds by falsely reporting his Lincoln
Mark VIl as stolen.! The bankruptcy court entered its final order
denyi ng Varkonyi's discharge in May 1992, and the district court
affirmed in Decenber 1994. Varkonyi now appeal s.

Var konyi raises various argunents in urging that the district
court erred by not reversing the decision of the bankruptcy court.
He contends that the bankruptcy court adjudi cated i ssues barred by
collateral estoppel and res judicata, and that it conducted its
proceedi ngs unfairly. He al so argues that the bankruptcy court
erred in overruling his objection to a conflict of interest that
all egedly arose because Krafsur's law firm routinely represents
Al | state | nsurance Conpany, which had provided the theft insurance
for Varkonyi's Lincoln Mark VII. W have reviewed the record and
t he menoranda of the |ower courts and find no reversible error.

AFFI RVED.

The Texas Departnent of Public Safety arrested Varkonyi when
he accepted paynent for the stolen car because it had information
t hat Varkonyi hinself had di sassenbled it. Varkonyi was eventually
acquitted of crimnal insurance fraud.
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
