Emanuel Johnson (Texas prisoner # 485380) appeals the

district court's dismissal of his civil rights suit as frivolous. 

The district court found that Johnson's suit was duplicitous of a

suit Johnson had filed previously, and Johnson has not challenged

that finding.  Johnson's appeal is DISMISSED as frivolous.  5TH

CIR. R. 42.2.
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We caution Johnson that any additional frivolous appeals

filed by him or on his behalf will invite the imposition of

sanctions.  To avoid sanctions, Johnson is further cautioned to

review all pending appeals to ensure that they do not raise

arguments that are frivolous.
