Jerone Kennon, Louisiana inmate #131818, appeals the
dismssal, as frivolous, of his civil rights suit. Qur review of
the argunents and the appellate record reveals that, for
essentially the sane reason as explained in the district court’s

order of dism ssal, no abuse of discretion resulted by the

court’s frivol ousness determ nati on. See Kennon V. Spi nner, No.

96-185-A-1 (M D. La. May 23, 1996). For the first tine on

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appeal , Kennon asserts that the one-year prescriptive period was
tolled by the voluntary dism ssal of an earlier suit. W
perceive no error, plain or otherwse, by the district court’s
failure to detect a tolling of the prescriptive period. See La.
Cv. Code Ann. art. 3463 (West 1994).

The result of this appeal is obvious, and Kennon' s argunents
are without nerit. The appeal is frivolous and is thus
DISM SSED. 5th Gr. R 42.2.

Kennon has been warned of the consequences of bringing

frivol ous appeals. See Kennon v. United States, No. 95-31175

(5th Gr. Feb. 8, 1996) (unpublished). The warning has gone

unheeded. Accordingly, Kennon is BARRED fromfiling any pro se,

in forma pauperis (IFP), civil appeal in this court wthout the
prior witten approval of an active judge of this court. Further
he is BARRED fromfiling any pro se, IFP, civil pleading in any
court which is subject to this court’s jurisdiction, wthout the
advance witten perm ssion of a judge of the forumcourt. The
clerk of this court and the clerks of all federal district courts
subject to the jurisdiction of this court are directed to return
to Kennon, unfiled, any attenpted subm ssion inconsistent with
this bar.
