Lee Ant hony Fisher appeals his convictions for being a felon
i n possession of a firearmand for possession of cocaine base with
the intent to distribute it, contending that the district court
should have granted his npbtion to suppress. We concl ude that
Fisher failed to nmake a prima facie case that police officers
conduct ed an unannounced entry in violation of the Fourth Arendnent
and that the district court did not commt clear error in finding

that the entry did not violate the “knock and announce” principle.
