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PER CURIAM:*

Tracey W. Murphy, prisoner # 645652, appeals the dismissal of

his civil rights complaint pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1915(d).  Murphy

contends that Officer Young used excessive force, violating his

Eighth Amendment right against cruel and unusual punishment.  We

have reviewed the record and Murphy’s brief and AFFIRM the judgment
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for essentially the reasons stated by the district court.  Murphy

v. Young, No. 6:95-CV-678 (E.D. Tex. Dec. 19, 1995); see Jackson v.

Culbertson, 984 F.2d 699, 700 (5th Cir. 1993).
