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Anerica facility in Laredo, Texas, because the law |library at the
facility was i nadequate.

Sosa’s notion to appeal IFP is GRANTED. Sosa's notion for
t he production of docunents is DEN ED as unnecessary. An initial
partial filing fee of $1.58 is assessed. See 28 U. S.C
8§ 1915(b)(4). Sosa also is required to nmake nonthly paynents of
20 percent of the preceding nonth’s incone, should he receive any
funds in his account. |d. at 8 1915(b)(2). The Texas Depart nent
of CGrimnal Justice is directed to forward paynents from Sosa’s
account to the clerk of the district court each tine his account
exceeds $10 until the filing fee is paid.

Because no further briefing is necessary, we proceed to the

merits of the appeal. See dark v. Wllians, 693 F.2d 381, 381-

82 (5th Cr. 1982). W have reviewed the record and the briefs
of the parties and find no reversible error. Accordingly, we

AFFIRM for the reasons stated by the district court. See Sosa v.
