an abuse of discretion. Moore v. Mibus, 976 F.2d 268, 270 (5th

Cr. 1992).
We have reviewed the record and Qui nones’ brief and we find
no nonfrivolous issues. W dismss the appeal for essentially

the reasons relied upon by the nmagi strate judge. Quinones V.

Jock, No. 6:96-CV-355 (E.D. Tex. Nov. 14, 1996).

Qui nones has abandoned the issues asserted in the district
court that the defendants searched his cell, took his nedication
and threatened himby failing to raise these i ssues on appeal.

See Brinkmann v. Dallas County Deputy Sheriff Abner, 813 F.2d

744, 748 (5th Gr. 1987)(issues not asserted on appeal are
abandoned) .
Qui nones’ appeal is without arguable nerit and thus

frivolous. See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d. 215, 219-20 (5th G

1983). Because the appeal is frivolous, it is DI SM SSED. See
5th CGr. R 42.2. W caution Quinones that any additiona

frivol ous appeals filed by himw Il invite the inposition of
sanctions. To avoid sanctions, Quinones is further cautioned to
review any pendi ng appeals to ensure that they do not raise
argunents that are frivol ous.
