Janes leave to file the conplaint in light of a sanction order in

Janes v. Collins, No. SA-95-CA-1024 (WD. Tex. Feb. 15, 1996), in

which the district court ordered the clerk of court to refrain
fromfiling any docunent submtted by Janmes to the court unti
James paid a $50 nonetary sanction or obtained witten perm ssion
fromthe court.

James does not dispute that he failed to pay the $50
monetary sanction. The district court, in denying Janmes' notion
for leave to file the conplaint, indicated its willingness to
accept for filing a narrow y-tailored conplaint asserting Janes'
clains of constitutionally inadequate food. Janes' clains
concern events which occurred on or after January 23, 1996, and,
thus, are not presently barred by the applicable two-year statute

of limtations. Ownens v. Ckure, 488 U. S. 235, 249-50 (1989);

Tex. Cv. Prac. & Rem Code Ann. 8§ 16.003(a) (West 1996); Burrel
V. Newsone, 883 F.2d 416, 418 (5th Cr. 1989). The district
court did not abuse its discretion in denying Janes' notion for
leave to file his civil rights conplaint.
