Bi gsby’s history of frivolous filings denonstrates that he
is a vexatious and harassing litigant. Accordingly, Bigsby is
BARRED fromfiling any pro se civil appeal in this court w thout
the prior witten approval of a judge of this court in active
service. Further he is BARRED fromfiling any pro se initial
civil pleading in any court which is subject to this court’s
jurisdiction, wthout the advance witten perm ssion of a judge
of the forumcourt. The clerk of this court and the clerks of
all federal district courts subject to the jurisdiction of this
court are directed to return to Bigsby, unfiled, any attenpted
subm ssion inconsistent wth this bar.
