installnments, the full filing feeinthe district court to comence
his pro se, in forma pauperis civil rights action. The Prison
Litigation ReformAct (PLRA) anended 28 U . S.C. 8§ 1915 to require a
prisoner seeking to bring a civil action to pay the full anount of
afiling fee. See 8§ 1915(b)(1) and (2). The PLRA applies to this
case, and the district court did not err by assessing the full
filing fee. The notions for appoi ntment of counsel, for injunctive
relief, and to expedite the appeal are DEN ED

Lofton’s appeal is without arguable nerit and thus frivol ous.
See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Gr. 1983). Because
the appeal is frivolous, it is DI SM SSED. 5TH QR R 42.2. W
caution Lofton that any additional frivolous appeals filed by him
or on his behalf will invite the inposition of sanctions. To avoid
sanctions, Lofton is further cautioned to review any pending
appeals to ensure that they do not raise argunents that are
frivol ous.
