The only issue Peters briefed is that his court-
appointed attorney for his trial was ineffective.

There is no constitutional right to an attorney in a civil
rights case, and we do review clains of ineffective assistance of

counsel in such cases. See Sanchez v. United States Postal

Serv., 785 F.2d 1236, 1237 (5th Gr. 1986). Peters’ appeal fails
to present an issue of arguable nerit and is therefore frivol ous.

See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Cr. 1983). The

appeal is DISM SSED as frivolous. See 5THCQR R 42.2. Peters
is hereby infornmed that the dism ssal of this appeal as frivol ous
counts as a strike for purposes of 28 U S. C. 8§ 1915(g). See
Adepegba v. Hammons, 103 F. 3d 383, 387 (5th Gr. 1996). W
