The plaintiffs, who are white females, claim they were

constructively discharged from employment as instructors at the

defendant university, in violation of title VII.  They claim

discrimination based on age, sex, and race.
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The court heard all of the plaintiffs' case and some of the

defendant's case before dismissing the jury and granting

defendant's motion for judgment as a matter of law.  The court

issued a careful and comprehensive fourteen-page order explaining

its reasons.  We affirm, essentially for the reasons advanced by

the district court.
