party to file a conplaint with the EEOC within three hundred days
after the alleged unlawful enploynent practice occurred. See 42
U S C 8 2000e-5(e)(1). The plaintiff failed to file a conpl aint
wth the EEOC within the three hundred day jurisdictional w ndow.
Consequently, the district did not err by ordering dismssal.
