reasoning Plaintiff had failed to exhaust her admnistrative
remedies with respect to the sex discrimnation claimand did not
produce evi dence proving her discharge was racially notivated with
respect to the race discrimnation claim

After carefully reviewing the briefs, record excerpts, and
relevant portions of the record itself, we find no reversible
error. W affirm essentially for the reasons stated by the
