not filled upon his term nation when an i ndependent consultant was
hired to do |obbying work on an “as needed” basis; finding that
Appel lant had failed to create an issue of material fact that the
reason proffered for his termnation was a pretext for age and
disability discrimnation; and finding that appellant did not raise
a material fact issue that he suffers froma covered disability.

We have carefully reviewed the parties’ briefs, the record and
the law and we find no reversible error by the district court.
Accordingly we affirm essentially for the reasons stated by the
district court.
