The appel lants pleaded guilty to illegally reentering the
country after having been deported. They argue that the district
court erred when it increased their offense |evels by 16 under
U S. Sentencing Guidelines 8 2L1.2(b)(1)(A) for their prior state
drug convictions. They contend that, because their state felony
drug convictions would be only m sdeneanors under federal |aw,
their prior convictions were not “drug-trafficking crine[s]”
under 18 U. S.C. 8 924(c)(2) and did not constitute “aggravated
felon[ies]” for purposes of 8 2L1.2(b)(1)(A). Their argunent is

foreclosed by United States v. Hi nojosa-Lopez, 130 F. 3d 691, 694

(5th Gr. 1997). The appellants’ convictions and sentences are
